RULES OF ENTRY: 

1. Students enroll according to their age as of September 15, 2007. 
 

2. Only works for two pianos may be entered.    Arrangements, transcriptions, and original duo 
works qualify for the competition.  
 

3. Music DOES NOT have to be memorized for performances. 
 

4. A student may compete twice in his/her division, but each performance must be with a 

DIFFERENT duo partner.  If competing twice, each work is considered a separate entry and must be 

enrolled on a separate application form with a separate tape/CD.  Include the names of the partners and 

the title of the composition on each tape/CD that is entered.     
 

5.       To qualify for acceptance in the competition, each duo team must submit an application form, a 

cassette tape of the selected duo work, and the non-refundable enrollment fee of $60.00 ($30 each 

student).  (Include only the names of the partners and the title of the composition on the tape/CD. 
 

6. Send only ONE check from the teacher payable to the DUO COMPETITION.  Multiple checks 

will not be accepted.  Applications received by the competition committee without the signature of 
each student, parent, and teacher will not be accepted.  

 

7. A panel of judges will adjudicate the tapes and notification of the winners and rehearsal times 

will be determined by the competition committee and mailed to the participants.  Winners of each of the 

divisions are invited to perform at the National Awards Ceremony held at The Broadmoor Hotel in 
Colorado Springs, Colorado, January 9, 10, & 11, 2009.  
 

8.       PLEASE NOTE THAT ALL DECISIONS OF THE JUDGES ARE FINAL.  Judges are also not 

required to name winners from each division should the level of the performances not meet the judges’ 

standards. 
 

9.         Applications must be postmarked no later than November 5, 2008.  There is no resident 

restriction.  If you have any questions, please call  (303) 797-1193.  Only teachers may contact the USI 
Duo Piano Competition.  No parents or students, please.
